Hike ‘n Bike Trail 

 The City of Perryville started pursuing a Federal Highway Grant through MODot in May of 2005.  The purpose of 
the grant was to provide easy and safe trails and routes to reach the City’s main parks and provide ADA accessible 
trails within the parks.  The completion of the Bike and Hike Trails within the City Soccer Complex (a ¾ mile 
loop trail) and City Park (a 1 1/3 mile loop trail) is the first phase of an ongoing effort to provide a City-wide 
trail/route system.  This first phase is being followed up with the pursuit of a Missouri Health Foundation Grant 
to provide healthy lifestyle opportunities and to enhance the existing trails with water fountains, fitness 
playground areas and adult fitness apparatus along the trails.  In addition a designated Bike Route will be 
developed to connect the City’s two largest parks and a bicycle check-out system will be available at the Perry 
Park Center.

Perry County Community Lake 
Perry County Community Lake is on the western edge of Perryville.  It is accessible from State Highway T and 
from the I-55 west outer road.  Perry County, in cooperation with the Conservation Department, passed a bond 
issue to purchase 310 acres from private landowners to create the public area.  The 103-acre impoundment was 
constructed and was opened to the public for fishing in 1971.  The area includes two access roads, four parking 
lots, a fishing and access trail for bank anglers and hikers.  Also, the area has a disabled-accessible fishing pier 
under which fish cover structures have been placed to improve fish habitat.  Disabled-accessible restrooms are 
located near the fishing pier.  After the area was developed, trees were planted to improve its appearance, to 
improve water quality in the watershed and to provide browse and cover for wildlife.  Things to do include hiking 
along the shoreline trail, nature study and wildlife viewing, outdoor photography, picnicking, frogging and an 
archery range.
